The going rate for rides would be in the order of
$5/rider for a group of 10, and maybe $10/rider in
groups of five or less.

Once you get to the front, workers and city folks will
be directing you to the path to the festival up to 49th
Ave.

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Within the gated community, it's about a 0.7 mile walk to the front security gate, then an additional 0.3 miles
to the Yellow Path. You will likely find members of the community giving golf cart rides or "tailgate taxis" to

the front gate for some extra cash!

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Monroe Gate

Monroe Gate: The only gate for guest entry into the community. It will also be the only gate that
has security staff in attendance. Indian Palms has installed an extra workstation, so they will be
capable of processing twice the traffic through this gate. During peak festival hours the
“transponder only” lane will be converted to allow general guest and paper pass access.

Ave 48 and Jackson Street Gates: These gates will operate as usual without any security officers
to assist with entry. Entry must be via the Conekt app on our iPod touch or via license plate
(recommended to minimize traffic!)

Avenue 50 Gate: Access to this gate will be restricted by the Indio Police Department to residents
only. Please do not use this gate, as you will be turned around.

As you can imagine, it gets extremely congested. Avoid driving if at all possible, but if you must, avoid
driving 48th and Monroe, as it will be grid locked.
